All AP-member newspapers in North Dakota and South Dakota are invited to enter this 
year's AP News and Photo Contest. The entry deadline is February 26, and the contest 
covers all of 2006. Rules have been mailed to all editors, and you also can find them on the 
state web sites at www.ap.org/southdakota and www.ap.org/northdakota. Entries will be judged 
by member editors in another state. Unlike a lot of other contests, the AP awards a prize of 

$50 for each first place, providing a very tangible reward to your staff members. Some newspapers are adding to 
the incentive by matching the prize money. We have fewer categories than many contests, so it is not a burden to 
prepare entries. We also split daily newspapers into three size categories, so even the smallest newsroom has fair 
competition. If you haven't entered for a while, give it a try this year.
